2. Invite & Inform: Please contact & talk to youth as well as parents

Please encourage your youth to buy (or your church
can provide), something to REPRESENT their TEAM (bandanas, shirts, beanies, hats, etc)
5. Ensure that all leaders attending have passed a Background Check

7. All participant 17 & younger must fill out MEDIAL RELEASE FORM- ONLINE FORM
8. Arrive @ Retreat on Time:

- make best possible arrangements to be at Camp Cedar Crest NO LATER than 6pm (dinner will be served @
this time.) 15t Session will begin promptly @ 7pm. Suggested arrival time is 5pm.
